The Cure of Witchcraft.

The black shadow that bronds over
Africa has fastened on that lair land
the “*bad name” of “Dark Continent”
can be explained and described hy one
ww'd—-witchcxjaft. '

It is the Afrivan’s religion, his «aly
religion—a - religion  of .evil." He
believes in a nultitude of spirits—and
an autocratic. unsympathetic -super-
spirit  as the most powerfnl of all.
The air about hiin and the earth’
beneath, the woods and the streams
are peopled by these spirits, aud every
srticle of nature which is suppoesed to
have medicinal or magic properties
owes such properties to the spirit
which it possesses or which works
through it. As a religion it is primitive
and it is powerfal. The teachings
which it inculcates and the practices
which it encourages and veqdires are
utterly and  forever apposed (o ghe
taachings of the-Christian 1eligion.

The witeh decter is the great, high
priest cf thie religion. Il is priesy,
diviner, and  judge. He s oalwo
the family physiclan He b+ own
knowledee of disease and its rationnl
trenbent, bot be has wstupendows
belief in the power of wagic to cure
sl msimaor of  sickness.  Thus guali-
ficd he goes forth to relieve the expect,
anbmother in ber agony, Lo treat the

malnuteititon, or to bauish the evil
spivily’ frow the strong man with the
ragivg fever. And he leaves death and
invalidism in his wake, -

cther calnmitics are caused by witch-

in the bondage of feur. IL iy the
belief thut only through the magic of
the . witch doctor can, disease be cuored
that gives him his grest power aver
the minds und hearts of the people.
Get rid of the witch doctor ani his
teachings snd we remove the greatest
obstacle to the spread of the gospel in
Africa and to the enlightenment of the
people of the Dark Coatinent.

-~ Bot how are we going to do-it ?
That is the problem before the
Christian .Church and the missfonary
societies to day. _

You can pre: ch to the natives and
you cai tesch them their belief in
witcheral iy folly and that the witch
doctor “is afraud. They simply will
not believe yon. 'This belief, this
religina, ages ol !, hus too stroug u hold
on them to be ‘lightly brashed aside.

Maoreover, the African native, like
other people, must have his doctor]
when he is sick, and he must have his
wedicine. The witch doctor, with
his magic, is the only doctor availabie.
So long as sickuess prevails and so
long as he is the only doctor in the
tield; the witeh dreetor’s rosition s
impregnable and his intiuence all-
powetfual. o

If we puata better doctor’ in lis
place, 8 Christian doctor, trained in
mddern medical science, the case is
different. The wedical - missinnary
is recognized as ~ne of the stroagest

natives' belief i witcheraft and to
destray the iuntfaence of the witch
dector.

But the medical miss’oaaries that
we cat put into Africa ave so few

that their inflaenca ¢ hardly be felt|.

by the 15000000 natives 6 the Dark
Continent, [ we shoild unadertake
to furnish ‘one dceter for every 113,000
inhabitauts, * we shonld  need 14,000
doctors, and-even that nomber would
be. inadequace for the need. "T'o meet |
Africa's need with medical missionnries
from  lSurope or Awmerica is man‘festly
otk of the question.

Now a better plau is uvailable and
workable, T propose thst we give the
Africans themselves w medies! eduea
tion, that we repluce the witei detor
with a man of h's own race aud color,
but well grounded in the tedets of
the Christish religion. and  threughly
traintd  in modern  sciecee.  The
sitvation of Africa must  eventually
enme thoraagh the efforts of the African
bimsell.  When every community has
préacher  and - native tescher and.
Christina uative dactor, the day of the
witch d-ctor will have passed and the
day of Africa’s redemption will be ‘at
Jhiand.

This s a grod-sized propositiog
and it canhot be doae in a day. But
if the 120 Doctors, more or less, who
are now doing medicil missionary work
in Africy counld coubine their elforts
