Nutives, There is evidence that the
Native .is often cruelly rack-rented
There are far more Natives residing
npon the Europeans’ farms thau the
sflicial returns reveéal.” For ‘instance,
one farmer who was licensed te® keep
twelve tenants adwitied that he had
forty - 'I'be eviction of these people
womid cwuse s further over-crowding
of the over-crowded Native reserves.
and would tend to seriously incr ase
the cougestion cf the already congested
town locations, and thus subject a
multitude of perple accustomed to a
healthy country Jife, to moral and
physical conditiohs whch it is no
exaggeration to describe s hideous, and
aunder which the death-rate is often a
disgrace to civilization.

The evidence sdduced before your
Committee tends to show that althoug):
‘the Mative can usually manage
amull farm satisfactorily, he is apt tr
fxil »3 a landed proprietor in a large
way. He is escouraged by shop-keep -
ers to run ioto debt, and when such
debt has reached # certain- point, is
forced to pase a mortguge bond often
ab excrbitant interesi. When the pro-
prietoi.of ‘s large fer:n dies the heirs
arve venully incapable of checking the
adminigtraticn of the estate and safe-
gnarding  themselves from needless
expenge. In the case of all Native-
owned farms which e unduly ercum-
vered, I would recrwond expropria-
tion, subdivision and' sale io individua
Nutives, the size of such subdivision
being determined by arable and-other
e:pabilities. In some instances furms
or blocks of farms mightrbe constituted
locations under the Glen Grey gystem,
with individual tenure, but in no case
in which a Native manages liis land
gatisfactorily, shonld the latter be
interfered with. Bal the cutting up
asd re-issuing in simuliev ailotments of
the too-heavily mortgaged Native farme
situated within Divigion “ B " would
go far towards relicving the pressure
which-exigts in mony districts.
- It is, I think, a self-evident proposi-
tion that th= fortrines of the Furopean,
the Native and the Coloured rac in
Soath Africa are, inextricably bound
together, and that any disability laid
npon the progressive members of one
race will re-act injuriousiy upon all,
The evidence is overwhelming to the
:ffect that thé land owning Native in
gpite of hi¢ occasional improvidence
—ig a useful member- of society.. The
ownership of land tends to endow him
with a gense of responsibility ; he and
hig tenants arc uagnally regaided by
npprejudiced Europeans as an insvr-
ance againgt atock-thieving in the
vicinity. Oa the otker hand, the con-
gregation of Najives in the rqualid
purlieus of the .average Lown, tends to
tha formation of & criminal class.
While it is clear that in thé*future, the
hulk of the Nutives will have tc take
to indngtria] pursnits, Any Native who
definitely adopts true civilization ought
in my. opiaion, to have a reasonable
exp.ctation of being able to scquire
land should be ina pesition to purchess
