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During the last nineteen years, it appears
that the Church of Eugland has given
L 49,469 towards the Metropolitan Hospital
Fund. The next largest contributors being
the Congregationalists with £37,138. What
the Fund has done for the hospitals may
be gathered from the fact that it has been
the means of providing £587,502 during the
same period; but in spite of this large sum,
it is =said, the hospitals are all more or less in
difficuities, and appealing piteously for the
means nece to keep open their wards.
The Church Times thinks that this fact
shows that the establishment of the Sunday
Fund has not been an unmixed blessing;
for the income of the hospitals has seriously
fallen off, not only from the depression
which has affected those forturate enough
to be endowed, but also from shrinkage of
income fromi  subscriptions and legacies.
| ““ People now contribute,” says the same paper
“to the hospital fundinstead of sending a
subscription direct to head quarters. "that
would be well and good if it were not that
in many cases where a guinea was formely
sent up as a subseription, half-a-guinea, 1f
so much, is now placed in the alms bag in
church. This is a form of “hedging” which
may appeal to the humorous side of a mem-
ber of the betting fraternity, but calls for
a sterner description from every honest mau.
To look facts in the face, we understand
that the hospitals will probably have to faco
a deficiency of £ 150,000, owing to the
shrinkage which has taken place in their
incomes, and seeing the enormous value of
these institutions to the great bulk of the
population, not lessened by some palpable but
prolmbli; unavoidable abuses ; it is a matter
which should appeal to the public conscience
to see that those who have not hitherto helped
to support the hospitals should do so. Is the
pitecus tale poured forth by hospital treasu-
rers another result of charity diverted into
the untried chaunel opened by “ General”
Booth ? It looks like it.”
